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LISTENING (Tape script)
PART 1:
One of the most famous World Heritage sites is Angkor Wat in Cambodia. It was originally built in the 12th century and played an important part in Cambodian history. Over many dynasties, the Khmers added about a thousand buildings to it. Today the elaborate temple complex covers an area of 160 hectares.

The temples and monuments are full of religious decorations from Hinduism. But it was King Jayavarman VII, who redesigned it in 1177, making it a Buddhist temple and much of the Hindu art was eventually replaced with Buddhist art.

In 1992, it was named as a World Heritage site because of the cultural and architectural significance of the temple. Since then, international efforts have been made to restore it. Today it is a major tourist destination in S.E. Asia.

After it was named a World Heritage site, experts started a campaign of preservation to protect the statues and monuments. Although locals built many hotels and tourists businesses nearby, they were not allowed to damage the site.

Over the years, tourist numbers have increased. In 1993, only 7,650 people visited the area, but that number increased to 2.6 million by 2018.

In spite of regulations, some of the buildings and hotels started to threaten the nearby town's water, sewage, and electricity systems. These businesses use water stored underground which has caused the soft ground underneath the temples to sink and slowly damage the temples.

PART 2:
Nam: Good morning. I'd like to introduce Dr Steve Logan - an environmental expert with a lot of experience in biodiversity conservation. He’ll talk about the importance of ecosystems at our environmental club meeting. Please welcome, Dr. Logan.

Mr. Logan: Thank you, Nam. As you know, an ecosystem includes living and non-living things, and each of them plays an important role. A healthy ecosystem brings many benefits, such as cleaning our air and water, providing food and controlling climate change. But human activities are damaging our planet's biodiversity. Half of our coral reefs have disappeared and it's believed that 90% of the world coral reefs will die by 2050 due to warming oceans and pollution. Nam: So people are destroying the balance of local ecosystems, aren't they? But this in turn will affect human life.

Mr. Logan: That's right. One day we may not have fresh air to breathe or water to use. This may happen if we damage the fine balance among all living and non-living things in the ecosystems. As species disappear, the food chain may break down. We may run out of food, suffer from health problems, and face more natural disasters. So what can we do to restore ecosystems?
