It is possible that this delay in melatonin production is caused by the behaviour of teenagers. Playing with electronic gadgets late at night stimulates the brain and exposes the teenagers to bright lights which could cause the later release of melatonin.
Issues surrounding sleep - who needs how much and when - are usually given short shrift in efforts to improve student achievement. But modern brain researchers say it is time that more schools woke up to the biological facts and started lessons at a time better suited to their teenage students.

=> B là đáp án cần chọn. 
Câu 34. Đáp án A. teenagers

=> A đúng.

=> D đúng. 
Câu 38. Đáp án A.
Bài nói rõ TV, máy tính, điện thoại trong phòng ngủ có thể là nguyên nhân; chơi thiết bị điện tử đêm khuya kích thích não và tiếp xúc ánh sáng mạnh, làm melatonin tiết muộn hơn.
=> A đúng.
B, C, D đều suy diễn quá mức hoặc sai. 
Câu 39. Đáp án A.
Đoạn cuối nói các vấn đề về giấc ngủ thường không được ưu tiên đúng mức trong nỗ lực cải thiện thành tích học tập, và các nhà nghiên cứu cho rằng trường học nên bắt đầu tiết học phù hợp hơn với học sinh tuổi teen.
=> Có thể suy ra: trường học thường phớt lờ việc điều chỉnh lịch học cho phù hợp với nhịp ngủ của tuổi teen.
=> A đúng. 
Câu 40. Đáp án C.
Đáp án C tóm tắt đủ các ý lớn nhất:
    • thiếu ngủ khiến teen mệt mỏi khi đi học 
    • liên quan đến dùng màn hình/thiết bị ban đêm 
    • làm chậm tiết melatonin 
    • ảnh hưởng trí nhớ, tập trung, tăng trưởng 
    • gợi ý nên cho học muộn hơn
A và D thiếu một vài ý; B dùng definitely là quá khẳng định.
=> C là bản tóm tắt tốt nhất. 
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
